If you put yourself in the shoes of 
the young man in today’s gospel, 
what would be your version of the 
story?  The young man has done all 
the right things since he was a kid.  
He was successful.  In addition, he 
had power, position, and prestige 
and yet, it seems he felt something 
lacking - “what must I do to inherit 
eternal life?”, he asked Jesus.  This 
question is not just about going to 
heaven.  It is also about meaning.  

I personally think that the young 
man is asking the wrong question.  
He is asking what must he do.  I 
can’t blame him, because it has 
always been his life since the start 
- doing something is the secret of 
his success.  I think that behind the 
question really is about what for.  I 
think we all want our lives to matter 
not because of what we do but 
because of who we are.  I think this 
is the really the subtext of this gospel 
story.  What do you think?

What is the one thing that I do not 
have?  The phrase “the one thing...” 
is actually repeated many times 
throughout scripture.  In the Book 
of Psalms: “One things I asked of the 
Lord, that will I seek after: to live in 
the house of the Lord all the days of 
my life.” (Ps. 24).  “Martha, Martha, 
you are worried about many things, 
there is need of only one thing and 
your sister Mary has found it and it 
will never be taken away from her.”  
So what do you think is the “one 
thing” in your life that is missing?
