Love of God and love of neighbor
are two sides of the same coin. If
you want to know how well or how
much you love God, look at how you
are or are not loving your neighbor.
The commandment to love God
and to love one’s neighbor is “much
more important than all whole
burnt offerings and sacrifices”

Love is more than about feelings
or affection. It also means
commitment. Try to substitute
love with commitment when you
read the commandment and see
how that sounds to you: “You shall
commit to the Lord your God with
all your heart, and with all your soul,
and with all your mind, and with all
your strength, and you shall commit
to your neighbor as yourself”

If we are committed to the well-being
of each other, committed to the
person begging for your attention
and your forgiveness, committed
to the person who is running for
his life. How would that look like?
Does that make you uncomfortable?

For the most part, I would
suspect, our love for the other is
circumstantial. We tend to love
others depending on who the other
is, what he or she has said or done,
how they treated us, whether we
have positive feelings towards them
or acceptable to us. If our love for
our neighbor is circumstantial, your
love for God is also likely to be
circumstantial.

The commandment to love implies
all or nothing. Perhaps, the reason
nobody dared to ask Jesus any
more questions was because silence
descended upon them - silence
that speaks and challenges. Take a
moment to listen to that silence.
