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It is quite common for us to think 
of heaven as another place, as there 
are places in the world.  So, when we 
celebrate the Feast of the Ascension, 
we naturally think of Jesus going to 
another place to be with his Father.  
But where is heaven, we may ask?  
Is heaven somewhere beyond the 
clouds?  Again, the story in the Acts 
of the Apostles indicate to us that 
Jesus literally went up to the clouds.  
How far did he go?  We probably 
mused.  

Perhaps, another way of looking at 
the Feast of the Ascension is to see 
it as a presence not absence.  Jesus 
has not left us.  Rather, he has filled 
us.   Before the ascension, like any 
human person, Jesus was bound by 
space and time.  But once he rose 
from the dead, some of the earlier 
readings of the Resurrection, tell us 
that Jesus could enter a room even 
if the the door and windows were 
shut.  To think of the Ascension, 
I propose that we think of it, not 
as a departure, rather his abiding 
presence everywhere on earth.  
Jesus fills and sanctfies all times, 
all places, and all peoples - as the 
Scripture tells us, “so that Christ is 
all in all!” (Col. 3:11).  The union 
of the humanity and divinity as 
shown in the Incarnation (God in 
the womb of the Virgin and being 
born into our world) comes into 
completeness. 

Jesus did not leave us.  He is in the 
heart of us all.  His ascension is our 
“eternalization”.  For this reason, 
we can truly say, heavenis our true 
homeland.
