PHRHBISE OF THE MYSTHRD, seeh)

The Parable of the Mustard Seed
(Matthew 13:31-32, Mark 4:30-32, Luke 13:18-19)

Jesus tells us that the Kingdom of God is like a
mustard seed: the smallest of seeds, yet when
planted, it grows into the largest of shrubs,
offering shade and shelter for the birds of the
air. This simple image reveals something
profound about God’s work in our lives. The
Kingdom does not arrive in grand displays of
power, but in small beginnings, quiet acts of
faith, hidden prayers, unnoticed sacrifices,
and simple kindnesses. What looks
insignificant in the world’s eyes has the
potential, by God’s grace, to grow into
something abundant and life-giving.

The parable also reminds us of patience and
trust. Seeds take time to grow; we do not see
the roots spreading beneath the soil. In the
same way, God is at work in us and in the
world, even when the results are not
immediately visible. Our task is to plant seeds,
through love, service, forgiveness, and
witness, and then to entrust the growth to
God.

Finally, the great tree symbolizes the
expansiveness of God’s Kingdom. It is not only
for us but for all. Just as the birds find rest in its
branches, so too are we called to create space
where others can experience welcome, mercy,
and peace.

The mustard seed challenges us to believe
that no act of faith is too small, and no person
is too insignificant for God to use. If we dare to
sow what little we have, the Lord can
transform it into something far greater than we
could ever imagine.
