On this Third Sunday of Lent, we encounter a powerful image of thirst, 
both physical and spiritual. The Israelites in the desert cry out for water, 
and God provides from the rock. In the Gospel, Jesus meets the 
Samaritan woman at the well and offers her something far greater than 
ordinary water: the “living water” that satisfies the deepest longing of the 
human heart. Lent invites us to notice our own thirst. We may try to 
satisfy it with busyness, comfort, or distractions, yet only Christ can truly 
refresh our souls. He meets us patiently, just as He met the woman at the 
well, not with condemnation, but with mercy and truth. The Samaritan 
woman leaves her water jar behind and runs to share the Good News. 
Her encounter with Jesus transforms her from someone searching into 
someone sent. As we continue our Lenten journey, may we come 
honestly to the Lord with our thirst. May we allow His grace to fill us, 
renew us, and send us forth to witness to His love.
